Chelsey was falling behind in school before she found 
YouthBuild. “It was the end of junior year, but I was still 
considered a sophomore. I knew I wasn’t going to be 
able to catch up and I didn’t want to graduate that late. 
I saw a poster for YouthBuild at the credit recovery school 
I was attending and decided to apply. What caught 
my attention was that I could get paid to go to school 
while picking up a trade. I love to work with my hands, 
and it seemed like a great opportunity.” At YouthBuild, 
Chelsey earned her high school diploma as well as four 
industry recognized credentials. “YouthBuild really helped 
me build connections and taught me the importance 
of networking. I used to have a hard time talking to 
people but the staff helped me get comfortable with 
myself and with having conversations.” Chelsey went 
on to complete a culinary pathway program at Roberti 
Community House. “I think being hands on with all of the 
service projects and getting the feeling of giving back 
really made me appreciate that type of work. I always 
wanted to pursue something with entrepreneurship and 
cooking became a passion of mine.” After working in 
a couple of kitchens, Chelsey decided she wanted to 
start her own business and she started Chelsey’s Kitchen. 
She sells plates of food to those in the community. She 

has since used that business to connect with two friends,

Adrian always had an 
interest in mechanics and decided to pursue 
automotive, a YouthBuild career pathway. 
“A staff member called me one day and let 
me know there was an opportunity for me to 
interview at a local auto body shop. I already 

had my resume and I felt prepared to interview 
because I had gone through a few rounds of 
mock interviews at YouthBuild.” Adrian was 
hired and started working at Adam’s Auto 
Body Shop, a YouthBuild employer partner. He 
was there for only two weeks when they were 
forced to shut down due to the pandemic. 
“I got a call back later on from Adam, the 
owner. He wanted me to come back and 
work full-time for them as a detailer.” Adrian 
has been with Adam’s Auto Body Shop for 
over a year and a half and has since been 
promoted to a full-time mechanic. “Right now, 
I am focused on saving money for a house. 
Without YouthBuild, I don’t know where I would 
be. I knew I needed to work towards getting 
my diploma, and now I have a career that will 
allow me to grow and achieve my goals.”

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All young people who enter the YouthBuild 
program pursue a dual mission: to create a 
meaningful and productive life for themselves 
and their families, while giving their best 
energies to improve the world around them. 
Our members learn job skills in construction and 
in other high-demand employment sectors such 
as healthcare, automotive, HVAC, information 
technology and transportation, distribution, and 
logistics �����7�K�H�\���D�O�V�R���O�H�D�U�Q���D�Q�G���U�H�À�Q�H���V�R�I�W���V�N�L�O�O�V���V�X�F�K��
as teamwork, problem solving, communication, 
and adaptability. 

When our members join YouthBuild, they enroll 
in AmeriCorps, a federally funded program 
comprised of thousands of volunteers that

strengthen communities, and foster civic 
engagement through service and volunteering. 
Members who complete 450 hours of 
community service earn a Segal AmeriCorps 
Education Award of $1,678 to use in furthering 
their education. 

Last June, our members returned to the 
construction sites. “They pretty much do 
everything from interior demolition and 
rebuilding staircases and structures to painting 
and putting in new windows and doors,” said 
Clay Atchley, Construction Project Manager. 
“This year’s cohorts have certainly developed a 
good work ethic and work really well together. 
They have gained necessary skills that they can 

apply to any career by showing up every day 
and applying concepts we have taught them in 
the classroom, not to mention the construction 
skills they’ve learned that will be useful whether 
they go into the trades or not. Our members 
have learned that they are never going to stop 
being tested and that they are never going to 
stop learning. I’m proud to see them make the 
connection between what they’ve learned in 
programming to the real world as they apply it 
to the work they do on site.”  

This year, our members have primarily been 
working on rehabbing two homes in North 
Chicago, one of which is near completion with
